Johnson argues that there are three main forms of research in cultural studies : the
study of the processes of cultural production, text-based approaches which focus on the
cultural products themselves, and research into lived cultures, which ‘has been closely
associated with a politics of representation’. He also recognizes a debt to feminist
theory, which has called into question all kinds of assumptions about literary and
cultural history, about categorization systems, about the relationship between the
private self and the public sphere of activity. The study of cultural processes, he
suggests, is of fundamental importance and yet it defies precise definitions and
categories and draws upon a whole range of diverse methodologies. Much the same
could be said of the earliest manifestations of comparative literary study, which also
defied precise definitions. Unfortunately, successive generations saw fit to try and
establish precise definitions regardless, and the history of comparative literature until
recently has been the history of that quixotic effort which was doomed to fail from the

outset.

Today, comparative literature in one sense is dead. The narrowness of the binary
distinction, the unhelpfulness of the ahistorical approach, the complacent short-
sightedness of the Literature-as-universal-civilizing-force approach have all contributed
to its demise. But it lives on under other guises: in the radical reassessment of Western
cultural models at present being undertaken in many parts of the world, in the
transcendence of disciplinary boundaries through new methodological insights supplied
by gender studies or cultural studies, in the examination of the processes of intercultural

transfer that are taking place within translation studies.
